	Value: RESPONSIBILITY
	Context: Classroom

	Expectation: I need to act responsibly when unsupervised in the classroom

	Introduction: Talk about what it means to act responsibly? Why do we act responsibly? (is it so we don’t get in trouble, so we stay safe, to make sure others are safe…etc).
List times in school when students may find themselves unsupervised.

Ask students to think of how they could act responsibly/irresponsibly at that time? What could happen?


	Teacher Model / Peer Demonstration:

Introduce the Marshmallow test (3 mins 27 sec) (slide 1). Explain that children have been given the option to either eat the one marshmallow or if they wait until the lady comes back, they get 2. Children do not know they are being filmed. Notice what some do when they think no one is watching.
Show students slide 2. This is Kholberg’s Stages of Moral development. 

Read through.

Get students to place some of the kids from video into stages. (mostly purple and blue). Explain that this is perfectly ok due to the kids ages. They are stages which you travel through the older you get. 

Explain that we want Iona students to aim for Yellow. Re-iterate that successful people keep striving to achieve the yellow section.



	

	Discuss: 
Play video from slide 3 (5 mins 28 sec). This video is a compilation of random acts of kindness. These people were doing the right thing because they felt it was the right thing to do, not because they were being supervised, watched or wanting a reward. If you don’t have time, you don’t need to play it all but they are worth watching. 

	Review: Put up slide 4 and get 2 students to read them out.
