	Value: RESPECT
	Context: Non Classroom Areas.

	Expectation: I wait quietly in all assembly areas

	Introduction: 
Brainstorm where assembly areas may be? Does it mean a particular location (under the cola) or does it mean when the whole school is gathered together (listening to teachers on excursions) etc?

Ask students WHY? Why do they believe this is important enough to put in our PBL plan. (hear instructions, show respect to the person talking, show respect to others, manners, noise…)

Sometimes our ‘assembly’ areas may also involve visitors to the school (Musica Viva) and we want to show them how wonderful Iona students are.



	Teacher Model / Peer Demonstration:

Explain to the class that you have a secret picture hidden in an envelope and they will be given some clues to work out what it is.
Although every clue that is read out, will unlock a sound buzzer. People with coloured cards on their desk will have a number that corresponds to the clue. Once clue 1 has been read, student with card 1 makes noise repeatedly until picture has been guessed. Pic can only be guessed after clue number 5.

(Teachers make sure you have placed the coloured cards on random tables and have secret picture in envelope).

Read card 2- student with card 2 makes noise (we should now have 2 students making noise repeatedly- not shouting just in talking voice).

Read card 3- student with card 3 will make noise.

Read card 4- student with card 4 makes noise

Read card 5, students guess.

By now it should be quite noisy. Teachers should make sure they don’t raise their voice and they continue to speak with normal talking volume. 


	

	Discuss: 
What made the game harder than it should have been (couldn’t hear clues, couldn’t concentrate, couldn’t hear instructions….). Talk about how this could affect our assembly time if it were like this.

	Review: Sometimes there is a longer ‘wait’ time in an assembly context. What could students do that would still align with “waiting quietly’. (Play rock, paper, scissors quietly with the person next to you, practise a quiet tongue twister, play whispers etc)
